III. Update on plan 5-11:
Promote a healthy environment for the members of the school community – Step 1- Explore Connections among the PE, Health and Science curricula as appropriate.


Dave Abraham, Lori Mediate and Patrice Faggella were present to review the connections between health, 
wellness and the PE, Health and Science curricula.  Curricular objectives for each content area were 
reviewed by the committee to determine how they support the health and wellness initiative in the district 

and how well they align to each other.  It was determined that there are deliberate connections and overlap 

in all 3 subject areas with a strong tie in grade 7 and the focus on the Human Body System and Disease 
Prevention.  Also, the 9th grade Health curriculum has strong ties to both physical education and science 
objectives.  These concepts are reinforced throughout the elementary program and departmental 
conversations are used to insure alignment.
