· Review the identification process to insure that it is aligned with the goals and objectives of the program—it was reported that some work has been started in this area.  The group discussed the desire to look into identification for the purpose of a gifted delivery model as well as a school-wide enrichment program.  

· Review the research on Multiple Intelligences and determine if it should be incorporated into the program—PTA Council is funding one pass for the NAGC Virtual Convention featuring the Multiple Intelligences on November 7.
